18. Prosecco Frizzante, Treviso, 
Fabio Ceschin (Italy) £16.95
Really pretty floral aromatics lead to
crisp apple and rich peach fruit, in
this gently sparkling and juicy fizz
from northern Italy.

19. Ayala Brut Majeur (France) £40.00
Drier than many Brut Champagnes,
with a creamy nose, pronounced
citrus fruit and fine mineralité, perfect
as an apéritif.
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
